a. You have not lived in Austria for over 12 months in the past 3 years prior to the deadline.  

b. You have successfully defended your PhD at the call deadline and not more than 8 years of fulltime 

equivalent in research since the PhD, with few exceptions. 

• Attendance of the workshop (27th and 28th of May 2024 – places for participation are limited!) 

and submission of a proposal with the University of Graz as host organization in the 2024 call
