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Following is a description of the format for the abstract to be presented at the doctoral congress. The abstract should be a short summary of the dissertation, including introduction, research questions, methods, results and discussion (depending on the current dissertation status). The text should clearly state the objective of the study. Please note that a maximum of 250 words (including references) is allowed. The entire abstract must not exceed an A4 page. Please select Times New Roman with a font size of 11pt as the default font, with a line spacing of 1.5. The entire text in your document is to be formatted in the way this document is formatted. In case you wish to add references, please cite them using Arabic numbers in square brackets[1]. Please follow these instructions meticulously. We remind you that the official language of the doctoral congress is English, meaning that title, abstract, presentation, poster and slides are to be drafted entirely in the English language. All abstracts will be summarized in an abstract book, which all participants of the doctoral congress will receive via e-mail prior to the congress. Please send your document (format: .docx) together with your congress registration to the e-mail address displayed on the homepage of the doctoral school. Pay attention to the registration deadline as abstracts submitted late will not be accepted. The final program for the doctoral congress will be compiled based on the registrations received. A later retraction of already registered abstracts is not possible.
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
